The Journey Is Our Home
When I am at national meetings with other United Methodist church 

professionals, I ý nd that most people are surprised when they learn that 
I have been at Tarrytown UMC for more than twenty-eight years.  I am 
usually asked if I have become bored after so many years at the same 
church.  Before I answer, I chuckle to myself because I can’t remember 
a day at our church that was even slightly dull, much less boring.  When 
I do respond I tell the questioner that, in fact, I really haven’t served 
one church.  I have been on the staff of least ý ve churches.

In August 1978, TUMC was a small/medium size “neighborhood 
church” that had been founded a little more than thirty years earlier.  
We are now what would be called a fairly large “big-city church.”  This 
growth did not happen overnight.  Certainly some of the changes can 
be tied to the development of Austin, but not all. Looking back, I can 
point to two opportunities from the national UMC which have important 
to our maturing and understanding of mission and ministry—Walk to 
Emmaus and Disciple Bible Study.

Our church ý rst became involved in these programs in the late 
eighties and early nineties, and I think they  sparked a transformation 
in our congregation that continues today.  This fall in Disciple II we are 
studying  Genesis and Exodus.  As we observe  the transformation of 
the Hebrew people traveling toward the Promised Land, I am reminded 
of our own church.  For the people moving through the desert several 
thousand years ago, the journey was their spiritual home, for God was 
always with them.  The same is true for us. Many mile markers have 
been passed since UMC’s founding, but it is what has happened between 
these markers that has made our congregation what it is today.  Most 
importantly, our journey continues.

Do you have a Bible that’s near 
and dear to your heart?
