Prayer Commitment 2007

We have all seen prayer in places that appear to be out of context.
After scoring a touchdown, a football player will drop to one knee for
a prayer. Or a baseball player will cross himself and look skyward,
either before an at bat or after a home run.

If you are like me, you may have a tendency to look at these acts as
more of a ritual than a prayer. Recently, | asked my 11-year-old what
he thought it meant when he saw a player give a short prayer during a
game. To my surprise, he said he thought it was “good.” (As you know,
11-year-old boys respond to questions with as few syllables as possible.)
As we talked further, I learned that what he saw in the player’s action
was that of someone taking time from what he was doing to pray or be
in conversation with God.

If | remember that | am not the judge of the quality of the prayer, then
what my son observes is what | am trying to accomplish in my prayer
life — more frequent and less structured prayer. Although I do not often
ynd my prayer opportunities after scoring a touchdown, | have found
that the opportunities for prayer are not always in the traditional places.
Instead, what works best for me right now is a prayer conversation that
presents itself in the quiet moments of the day — driving to work without
the radio on, an elevator ride alone up to my ofyce, or waiting to pick
up a child from a practice or lesson.

My prayers are not as public as those of some of the athletes on tele-
vision, but if 1 am less cynical, then perhaps we share a goal of trying
to be in prayer each day at more times and in more places than just at
the dinner table and as we tuck the kids into bed at night.

He holds the DeWitt Carter Reddick Regents’ Centennial Chair in
Communication at the University of Texas at Austin. He is retired
and has become an emeritus professor.
